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Standing still the GT6 looks beautiful — but
impatient for the off. The 1998 cc engine
develops 95 bhp, and that's a lot of power
to keep poised under your foot.

Have a test-drive, turn the key — and just
over 7 seconds later you'll be doing 46
mph in 1st! Follow up with top gear figures
like 40 to 60 in 7.5, 50 to 70 in 8.5.
Fierce acceleration that the GT6 takes in its
smooth, 6-cylinder stride. It takes sound
engineering — and 6 cylinders — to make
an engine that stays smooth whether you're
idling along in top, or accelerating to 96
mph in 3rd.

Winning Formula

The GT6 takes its breeding from the
Triumph Spitfires that took first and second
places in their class at Le Mans. The
biggest difference is the engine. It's bigger.
But the body, chassis, independent sus-
pension and front disc brakes are all
closely related to the Spitfire. They offer
race-winning stability, road-holding and
braking. Performance that makes the rally
driver sure of himself and his car. The GT6
engine was born at Standard-Triumph,
which is exactly the right place for a winner
to be born —witness the string of rally
successes from Le Mans to Sebring.
